We deliver a unique online eMentoring program that 
provides Indigenous youth with opportunities to connect 
with professional mentors that work within the career 
they want to explore or pursue. 

Leadership Skill Build

Working with Indigenous Works and its highly successful 
annual Inclusion Works event, we offer Indigenous post-
secondary graduates from across Canada a four-day 
leadership program that helps them develop the soft skills 
and experiences they need to become successful when 
searching for work and entering the workforce.
